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2	 Emergency stop button

This section describes the emergency stop button, its dimensions, installation procedure and 
electrical connections.
Seldèn recommends installing the emergency stop button with its protective guard to prevent 
unintentional activation of the emergency stop.

2.1		 Dimensions

The outer dimensions of the emergency stop button with and without its protective guard.
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1.
Select suitable fasteners for the 
intended installation.

Any fastener with a head size smaller 
than Ø 9.5x4mm and a thread  
smaller than Ø5mm will fit.

Examples are MLC6S M5 & MRT M5.

2.
Drill the mounting holes in the boat.

3.
Attach the emergency stop button 
to the guard.

2.2  Installation

The emergency stop button should be mounted for easy access when using 
SEL-Bus controlled devices. 

The tables below show the installation procedure for installing the emergency 
stop button, both with and without the protective guard. The installation procedu-
re in this section does not include the electrical installation, which is described in 
section 4.

Read the entire installation description and section 4 about the electrical installa-
tion before any work is started.

Check the thickness of the mounting 
surface. The maximum thickness is 
4mm.

If the mounting surface is thicker than 
4mm, a 40mm countersink needs to 
be created on the back side.

Drill the mounting hole in the boat.

Install the emergency stop button 
using the nut.

4.
Connect the required cables to the  
terminals on the emergency stop 
button.
